By 2 % to 3, the child has a rich history of sensorial impressions of the world. The sensorial material does not
give the child new impressions, it is meant to aid the child in classifying and defining the impressions she has
already received. The materials will help the child sort out these impressions—to classify and clarify the
knowledge and motor skills the child already possesses. The materials are built to meet the child’s needs to
clarify and classify because they are:

e Systematic

e Logical

e Sequential

The practical life area is a prerequisite for the sensorial materials. It is through practical life that the child will
achieve refinement of gross and small muscular movement and the internalization of the innate order of the
Montessori materials.

The materials should be arranged either in order by sense and approximate age of presentation or in order by
approximate age of presentation.
